     The history of Stepping Stones began in 1963 

when several women with incredible vision     

approached the owners of 23 acres known as the 

ôFresh Air Farmõ located in  Indian Hill.  The prop-

erty had been used by  inner city residents from 

the late 1800’s for family camping.  By the 1950’s 

the need for ‘camping in the country’ was       

diminishing as more and more families moved  

into the suburbs.   An agreement was reached 

with the ’Fresh Air Farm’ for a three week pilot 

program  serving a small group of children with 

physical disabilities.   

     From that pilot program Day Camp Stepping 

Stone emerged, offering the first opportunity for 

children with disabilities from the Greater  

Cincinnati area, to attend summer camp. 

     Camp Allyn was founded in the early 1920’s in 

response to the growing number of children  

contracting Polio.  By the 1960’s families of    

children with a wide variety and degree of    

physical and mental challenges were asking for 

their children to be served.  In 1968, the Rotary 

Club asked Stepping Stones to assume operation 

of Camp Allyn in order to address unmet needs in 

the community.  This unique and special partner-

ship continues today.   Children and adults with 

many different types of disabilities are served at     

Stepping Stones - Allyn in Batavia.

Adult Services- Adults 18 and older experience in-

creased independence and a sense of self worth 

through activities that challenge wellness, com-

munity job exploration, daily living skills and 

leisure pursuits.  In addition, adults with multiple 

disabilities    receive individualized prescriptive 

programming and recreational opportunities in a 

welcoming environment that fosters independ-

ence and quality of life.  Programming available 

at both sites. 

Weekends Away Respite Care  - Respite weekends 

at Allyn provide a place to spend time with 

friends, play games, join in arts and crafts pro-

jects, enjoy cookouts and campfires while ex-

ploring the outdoors under the supervision of a 

qualified, dedicated staff.
